To all bidders and all others to whom drawings and specifications have been issued by Architecture 

Incorporated. 

 

Acknowledge receipt of this addendum by listing its number and date in the bidders Form of Proposal.  

Failure to do so may subject bidder to disqualification.  This Addendum forms a part of the Contract 

Documents.  It modifies them as follows:  

 

GENERAL ITEMS: 

 

1) TABLE OF CONTENTS 

 

a) Omit all references to (electrical) Section 265561 – Lighting Accessories.  This Section does 

not apply to this Project and therefore does not exist. 

 

b) The title of Section 321217 in the Table of Contents is incorrectly listed as 

POLYURETHANE BOUND RUBBER TRACK SURFACING.  The name of Section 

321217 shall be changed to: SECTION 321217 – SYNTHETIC TRACK SURFACING 

SYSTEMS. 
 

c) DRAWING SHEET INDEX 

 

(1) OMIT architectural drawing Sheet 5.26 - STAIR DETAILS 

(2) ADD electrical drawing Sheet 9.55 - ELECTRICAL SCHEDULES 

 

2) SECTION 012300 – ALTERNATES 

 

a) CLARIFICATION: All electrical rough-ins associated with Alternates #2 through #5 shall be 

provided under the Base Bid with wiring and connections being provided under the 

Alternates.   

 

a) Circuit breakers shall be provided under the Base Bid.   



 

b) CLARIFICATION: Per the Schedule of Alternates at the end of Section 012300, [ADD] 

Alternate No.5 is incorrectly labeled as Alternate No. 2. Replace Schedule of Alternates 

Article E. with the following:  

 

E. [ADD] Alternate No. 5:  Bleachers at Auxiliary Gym E154. 

 

1. State the amount to be [added] to the base bid to furnish and install telescoping bleachers in 

Auxiliary Gym E154. 

 

a. Reference Section 126600 – Telescoping Stands for telescoping bleacher 

requirements. 

 

3) SECTION 083613 – SECTIONAL OVERHEAD DOORS 

 

a) Revise Article 2.7.A.6. a. to read as follows: 

 
         a.     Provide [hi-lift] track configuration with [jackshaft] operator at door C130-1. 

 

4) SECTION 087100 – DOOR HARDWARE 

 

a) Removable Mullions: Typical (non-electric) removable mullions shall be based on Von 

Duprin keyed removable mullion #KR4954; disregard reference to set-screw-release type 

removable mullions. 

 

b) Mechanical Door Holders: Mechanical door holders shall be based on ARELEC CF30-1W 

magnetic hold opens; disregard reference to Glynn Johnson #WS40 wall holders. 

 

c) Door Bottoms: Door bottoms shall be based on NATIONAL #202NA door bottoms; 

disregard reference to Reese #323 door bottoms. 

 

d) ADD Hardware Group 24, as follows: 

 

• Butt Hinges 

• Rim Exit device with Trim 

• Cylinder 

• Wall Stop 

 

5) SECTION 093000 – TILE 

 

a) Add the following to the INTERIOR TILE INSTALLATION SCHEDULE:

            1.    Restroom Walls [without Showers] Tile Installation:  W202I-17.  

 

a. Thin-set Mortar: Latex-portland cement mortar. 

b. Grout: Polymer-modified sanded grout when grout joint is 1/8” or greater 

and Polymer-modified unsanded grout joint with 1/8” of smaller.

G.   Expanded Metal Doors: Fabricated from 13 gage (.090 inches) nominal thickness  

       expanded metal; welded to 12 gage (.015 inches) nominal thickness steel angle frame;  

       with 13 gage (.090 inches) nominal thickness steel sheet retainer welded to door metal. 

 

b) Modify the construction of the Metal Athletic Lockers as outlined below: 

 

a) Provide metal athletic lockers with tops fabricated from 16 gage (.060 inches) material. 

 

b) Provide metal athletic lockers with shelves fabricated from 16 gage (.060 inches) 

material. 

 

c) Provide metal athletic lockers with back fabricated from 18 gage (.048 inches) material.  

 

d) Provide metal athletic lockers with expanded-metal sides; disregard reference to 

unperforated sides. 

 

(1) Expanded-metal sides to be fabricated from 13 gage (.090 inches) nominal thickness 

expanded metal ; welded to 12 gage (.120 inches) nominal – thickness steel angles or 

16 gage (.060 inches) nominal thickness steel channel frames. Change bottoms to 

reinforced bottoms: structural channels, formed from 16 gage (.060 inches) nominal 

thickness steel sheet, welded to front and rear of side panel frames. 

 

e) Provide metal athletic lockers with continuous sloping tops fabricated from 16 gage 

(.060 inches) material.

8) SECTION 123216 – MANUFACTURED PLASTIC LAMINATED-FACED CASEWORK 
 

a) CLARIFICATION: Grain direction for wood grain plastic laminate shall be vertical on doors 

and horizontal on drawer fronts. 
 

b) CLARIFICATION: Unless specifically indicated otherwise, semiexposed casework surfaces 

shall be constructed from Thermoset Decorative Panels; disregard requirement for VGS 

laminate at semiexposed casework surfaces. Provide edgebanding on all semiexposed panel 

edges as specified.

a) CLARIFICATION: All control wiring and final electrical connections for sports netting 

system winch motors and controls shall be by the Electrical Contractor; reference Section 

012300 – Alternates for additional information. 

 

a) All electrical rough-ins for sports netting systems (including batting cages) shall be 

included in the Contractor’s Base Bid.  

 

10) SECTION 321217 – SYNTHETIC TRACK SURFACING SYSTEMS 

 

a) Warranty Term: The synthetic track surfacing system shall be fully guaranteed against faulty 

workmanship and material failure for a period of ten (10) years from the date of Substantial 

Completion.   

 

a) Disregard all references to five year warranty term.

a) Storm Shelters:  Electrical penetrations through a storm shelter envelope larger than 3-1/2 

square inches in area for rectangular openings or 2-1/16 inches in diameter shall be 

protected in accordance with section 306.3 of the ICC-500 2014; coordinate protection 

requirements with the General Contractor. 
 

b) At Files H120, provide a 2-hour fire barrier with 90 minute openings at perimeter of this 

room in lieu of the 1-HR FW indicated on plan.

(1) Change top of drain elevation note; replace -0’-2” Top of Grate with -0’-1” Top of 

Grate. See attached architectural supplemental drawing SD3 (dated 1-11-19) for 

additional information. 

 

(2) Add pit at alignment lift. See attached architectural supplemental drawing SD8 

(dated 1-11-19) for additional information. 

 

b) CLASSROOM C131: See attached architectural supplemental drawing SD3 (dated 1-11-19). 

 

(1) Omit the Type B borrowed lites in Classroom C131 (ref: north and east walls).  

 

(2) Install two (2) existing windows that are removed from the north wall of existing 

adjacent Classroom C117; re-install in east wall of new Classroom C131. Reference 

supplemental architectural drawing SD3 (dated 1-11-19) attached to the end of this 

addendum for location(s). 

 

(3) Delete note ‘Ladder to Mechanical Mezzanine’ and delete ladder shown on wall of 

Automotive shop.

d) HALL H103-2 (In Kitchen): Provide a 36” x 36” (clear) can wash area surrounded by a 6” 

wide x 4” high concrete curb; curb furnished and installed by GC. Reference attached 

architectural supplemental drawings SD3 & (both dated 1-11-19); see mechanical drawings 

for plumbing information.
